3. Because of space limitations, all posters must be no larger than 36” x 48”.

4. The content must be educational in nature. No advertising is permitted.




5. So that all conference participants may benefit, we request that you bring
your poster to the DoubleTree Guest Suites, SouthCenter, as close to the
conference start as possible and that it remain on display until the end of
the trade show.

6. Please plan on having someone be at your poster during the Silent
Auction Reception, where presenters will have the opportunity to answer
questions about their subjects.
